Some helpful tips to consider when conducting field activities:
1. Be prepared

Have all the equipment ready for the activity. If you have enough field space and adult helpers, begin setup on the next activity while the children are actively participating in the current activity.

2. Be flexible

Children may not respond positively to every activity. Inadequate explanation or comprehension could cause this reaction. Be ready to move on to another activity.

3. Be patient

Each child will learn at their own pace. Give clear instruction on the correct fundamentals and observe how the children are developing.

4. Be positive

Allow the child to make mistakes. Remain positive…give children praise instead of constant criticism.

5. Be safe

The children have been entrusted to your care for a positive learning experience.

6. Have fun

Apply what you have learned, laugh, and smile. These acts will become contagious.
